(3) Tables and figures should be accompanied by a legend. Please use a common image format for figures (e.g. pdf, eps, gif, tif, jpg).  The initial submission can have figures and text in one file, rather than separate files if desired. (4) Videos can be published in the online article, with a still image of the video appearing in the print version. Please submit videos in MP4 format.
